Besides coursework, students must achieve a TOEIC score of 300 to pass to the
next level of CE (CE2). If a student passes the course, but does not achieve the
TOEIC benchmark, then the assigned grade will be changed to an incomplete.

Students must meet appropriate CEFR levels as determined from proficiency
exams conducted at orientation and after each semester (including TOEIC R&L).
