This is a pass/fail course for students who are below the minimum standard of English proficiency as deemed 
by initial TOEIC testing scores. The content of this course will focus on developing students practical English 
communication skills as well as raising confidence to communicate in English outside of the classroom and 
increasing motivation and critical thinking. Lessons will be facilitated by higher proficient senior students from 
the TCE track who aspire to become English teachers. All lessons will be monitored by faculty advisors to 
assure proper instruction and opportunity is being given. This compulsory course consists of 4-45min lessons 
(180mins) per week, where students are expected to attend every day.
