Course 
Overview 

The course consists of two sections: the first section is a stage at which students can get a 
broad knowledge about some important historical and cultural events in American history, and 
the latter is the discussion section about the current topics and issues America is faced with.   

In the first part, students will gather the information on each topic and know about it in Ameri-
can history divided into six periods by the change of Americanism: Creation (1492-1816), 
Assertion(1817-1865), Development(1866-1919), Conflict (1920-1945) , Expansion and 
Multi Culturalism(1946-1989), and Fluctuation (1990- the present). In each period, four or 
five topics are chosen.   In the latter, students will consider and discuss some current prob-
lems in American based on the knowledge they have acquired in the first section. Five prob-
lems will be chosen: Racial Discrimination, Guns, Capitalism, Multi-culturalism, and Two 
Americas.  Through this course, students will be able to understand the American way of 
thinking.
